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NEW TRAFFIC PATTERNS TAKE EFFECT AS GATE CONSTRUCTION BEGINS
SCOTT AIR FORCE BASE, Ill – The gate construction project to completely renovate the Shiloh, Belleville and Mascoutah Gates here is scheduled to begin Wednesday, Sept. 1. 

The $9.6 million project is an Air Mobility Command initiative, designed to improve force protection, increase traffic flow on and off Scott AFB, and provide a better work environment for security forces personnel. Air Mobility Command plans to reconstruct gates at all 12 of its bases.

The gates will be reconstructed simultaneously to decrease the construction timeline from 14 to 7 months, saving taxpayers over $4 million. A town hall meeting was held in June to address concerns of business owners around the base.
