The boy, who has been battling kidney failure since birth, will spend a day with the 458th Airlift Squadron here as an honorary Air Force pilot.

 

The unofficial program began at Randolph AFB, Texas, in 1994. Since that time, other bases across the Air Force have adopted the program. The 375th Operations Group has offered the monthly program here since 2002.

 

At 10:15 a.m., the squadron will present the “pilot” with a flightsuit, patches, scarf and squadron coin.  Following the presentation, he’ll change into his flightsuit, get briefed on his flight plan, tour a C-21 aircraft, and fly a KC-135 simulator. His schedule also includes lunch and a tour of the Air Traffic Control Tower.
